Advanced Level Courses (AS/A2) 

A Level courses are now available in all major subject areas.  In recent years the Sixth Form 

has undergone rapid and successful expansion.  Additional subjects have been added as it 

has grown to a Sixth Form of over 300 students.  A Level subjects are presently available in 

the following subjects:- English, History, Geography, Psychology, Sociology, General Studies, 

Mathematics, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Design & Technology, Graphic Products, Art, 

Photography, Media Studies, Physical Education, Music, Performing Arts, German, French 

and Spanish. 

Advanced Level Vocational Courses (AVCEs)
