
  

A FAMILY slept through a burglary in their home 

last Saturday night in the latest example of this 

worrying trend. Det Insp Ali Chan of Oldgate po-

lice said: òMore and more burglaries seem to be 

taking place in occupied homes. It seems we are 

dealing with a new generation of thieves who 

are not afraid to enter a house whilst the inhabi-

tants are thereó.  

 

Mr Rackman and his son and daughter aged 9 

and 5 slept soundly in their beds on Saturday 

night as burglars entered their home and ran-

sacked the living room. Mr Rackman realised a 

break-in had taken place when he discovered 

that the TV and DVD player were missing. Other 

items that were stolen include credit cards, a 

leather jacket and some of the childrenõs toys.  

 

This incident does not seem to be isolated as 

several similar cases have been reported in re-

cent weeks. Police are interested in tracing a 

young man and woman who have been seen 

loitering around the local area.  

 

Mr Rackman, 38, is staying with friends as he 

says his family are too 

upset to return to the 

scene of the crime. He 

told our reporter: òMy 

children are even too 

afraid to go to school or 

stay at their friendsõ 

houses, they are com-

pletely distraughtó. Mr 

Rackman has installed 

a new alarm and win-

dow locks in his house 

but does not feel confi-

dent that these deter-

rents will be enough. 

òThese burglars will 

stop at nothingó, he 

said.   

 

It is believed that the 

recent spate of rob-

beries are drug re-

lated - police think 

that the indiscrimi-

nate nature of the 

thefts and the fact 

that burglars are pre-

pared to take consid-

erable risks are con-

nected to the in-

creased use of heroin 

in the area.
