I will look after my tablet at all times.  I will ensure that the pen is attached to the computer with string and my 
pen and charger are clearly labelled.

When I have finished using my tablet I will make sure that it is either shut down or put into standby mode and I 
will always use a suitable bag (padded record bag or back pack.  Not a draw string bag) to carry my tablet.

I will make sure I never leave my tablet unattended at school or leave it alone in a car or any other location where 
it  may be stolen.  I am responsible for my tablet at all times at school, at home and traveling between the two.

I know that installing any unlicensed software on this tablet is illegal and I will make sure that I never do this.4.

I agree not to change any setting in windows or any programs and I will not remove or upgrade any parts 
(hardware) of my tablet.

I understand that the tablet may be required for maintenance periodically throughout the year, if my tablet 
requires repair I will take my tablet to the technician and not attempt to repair the tablet myself.

6.

I agree not to access games during lesson or homework times.7.

I am aware that if I do not care for my tablet as agreed above I may be charged for repair or replacement items.8.

I agree to abide by the internet and email safety policies set out by New Line Learning.9.

I agree not to download or copy material that is covered under the copyright act without referencing  where I copied this mat erial 
from i.e. Download music without paying for it, copying picture without permission of the person that owns the website, or co pying text 
that other people have written.

Email safety
I agree to  Change my password often and I understand that my password is for me only and I will not share it with anyone.1)
The quick act of changing your password can ensure your e-mail remains private. In addition, passwords that use both letters and 
numbers are harder to guess
